Persons To Be Heard — Terry Shaner, resident of 361 Water Street addressed council on
how fast vehicles were traveling on Rte. 220 and the lack of the Hughesville Police in
conducting traffic enforcement on 220. Mr. Shaner stated that on (2) occasions he was
almost run over by speeding vehicles while attempting to cross the highway. Mr. Shaner
believes that the police are not performing their job and the borough is wasting tax
payer’s money.

After open discussion the following action to be taken.

(1) Secretary to contact Chief Smith and request a meeting to review the borough
concerns.

(2) Secretary to request that the Chief be present at council meetings.

(3) Request more hours being spent on traffic control on Route 220.

Mr. Shaner also asked what was being done concerning the erosion of the creek bank in
front of 361 Water Street. Over the years during high water, the existing bank has been
washed away. Vice President Linda Sosniak explained that the borough is applying for a
grant thru the state to secure the bank. As of this date, the borough is awaiting action on
the grant.

Unfinished Business — President Smith reviewed with council the revised proposed
standing committees for 2022. After open discussion, it was decided that they were an
improvement over what is presently used.

Invoice Comcast Business Internet Service — Secretary reported that the borough received
an invoice from Comcast Business in the amount of $174.10. The letter sent with the
invoice stated that during a recent account review it was determined that the borough
account is not being charged appropriately for the internet service that we received. I
then reviewed the existing ten year contract, dated March 4, 2016, in which I believe calls
for the free service. I then contacted Comcast and they had no record of this agreement
and requested a copy for their review. I then received an e-mail from Comcast stating
there is no agreement that qualifies the borough for free services. Next I contacted the
borough solicitor and forwarded a copy of the contract for his review. His response was
that the contract is clear and the borough was supposed to receive free service as
compensation for allowing Comcast to use the public right-of-way for their
cable/infrastructure. It is now in the hands of the solicitor to contact Comcast in our
behalf.
